Set up testing date if necessary. A nationwide standardized achievement test may be given to all new students in grades 1-12 to help determine how each student is          performing academically in comparison with the grade level he or she is to enter.  This   testing may be waived if the student has completed a similar test during the past school year.  All students entering kindergarten will be tested.








Set up interview date. This interview involves parents and student in order to discuss enrollment and answer questions. Final decision for acceptance is made following the    testing and interview.  A student may be placed on academic probation until transcripts are received.
