KINDERGARTEN
Students must be 5 years old by September 30th to be allowed into the Kindergarten program.  In addition, all Kindergarten students will be tested to be sure they are ready for the program.  If a student is old enough, but not academically ready for Kindergarten, they will be placed in one of our older four year old classrooms. All four year old classrooms use the A Beka program, which is structured to prepare students to excel in Kindergarten. At a minimum, all students entering our Kindergarten program should be able to do the following: recognize all lower case letters of the alphabet, recognize numbers 1-10, name all primary & secondary colors and other basic developmental skills.

FULL DAY PROGRAM

Our full day Kindergarten program is open from 8:20 am – 2:50 pm, Monday through Friday.  Before and after care is NOT included in the Kindergarten tuition. Those who need before and after school care may enroll in the extended care program and pay the additional fee.  

HALF DAY PROGRAM

Our half day Kindergarten program is open from 8:20 am – 12:00 pm, Monday through Friday. Those who need before school care may enroll in the extended care program and pay the additional fee. There is no after care available for half day students; they must be picked up by noon.  

BEFORE AND AFTER CARE (EXTENDED CARE)
Students arriving between 6:30 am and 8:00 am and those that stay past 3:00 pm, must enroll in the extended care program and pay the additional fee. The before and after care fee includes all regularly scheduled school days.  Christmas break, spring break and other closed school holidays are no longer included in the yearly rate.  Care will be available on the previously mentioned days for those already enrolled in the before or after care program at the rate of $5.00 per hour.  Before and after care is closed on Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Thanksgiving Friday, Christmas Eve, Christmas Day, New Year’s Day, Easter Monday and Memorial Day.  Also, if Campus I is closed due to inclement weather, there will be no care available at Campus I.
CURRICULUM

Kindergarten classes use the Bob Jones University Press curriculum for writing (PreCursive), phonics, reading and Bible.  They also use Macmillan/McGraw-Hill for math.
PRECURSIVE HANDWRITING

Our PreCursive alphabet capitalizes on the natural movements of a young child’s writing hand.  Oval shapes replace circles, and slanted lines replace the vertical lines. Rather than drawing, a child begins early to develop a rhythm and a flow that will minimize the transition to cursive writing.  Many of the letters require only one stroke with fewer stops and starts.  This fact aids in the child remembering how to write his letters and helps him have fewer reversals. Uppercase and lowercase letters are kept as similar as possible, and PreCursive and cursive letters are kept as similar as possible also.  PreCursive was designed so that with the addition of cursive joining stokes, the PreCursive becomes the cursive model.

CLASSROOM GOALS

· Know that God loves them

· Application of Biblical truths through character lessons 
· Recite weekly Bible verse

· Memorize 40 sight words, plus color and number words
· Learn phonics and letter association for the basic 44 sounds, as well as phonograms and word families
· Able to read fluently using series of take home readers
· Compose a few simple sentences on a given topic

· Recognizing and writing #1-100
· Counting to 100 by 1’s, 5’s and 10’s

· Addition and Subtraction using as many as ten counters

· Shapes, patterns, calendars, time (to the hour) and money

· Writing all upper and lower case letters in Pre-Cursive

· Gain a better understanding of their heritage and the world around them

TEACHER-STUDENT RATIO

Our Kindergarten classes will have no more than 18 students in a classroom with one teacher, but we try to limit it to around 14-16 students per class.
